Avon CUSD #176
Regular Board of Education Meeting
June 16, 2010


The Avon Community Unit School District #176 Board of Education met June 16, 2010 to conduct its regular slate of business. Prior to the meeting, the Board conducted three hearings: a hearing regarding the transfer of $200,000 from the Transportation fund to the Education fund; a hearing on the amended FY10 budget; and a hearing on the need to use Health/Life Safety funds for repair of school grounds.

The Board heard from the Bushnell Travelling Basketball Association, represented by Brett Postin, Kali Postin, and Tyler Dugan. The Association expressed appreciation to the district for the usage of the gymnasium during their basketball season, and presented a donation of $500 to the district.

The Board also heard from the Avon Summer Ball program, represented by Jay Stephens, Dan Dare, and Brett Postin. The representatives presented an overview of a project they are interested in undertaking. The Board will consider their request.

The Board approved the monthly consent agenda, which includes meeting minutes from April, current bills to be paid, and the treasurer’s report, as well as the destruction of legally allowable closed session audio recording tapes.

In Board action, the Board: approved a $200,000 fund transfer from the Transportation fund to the Education fund, applicable on the FY10 budget; adopted the amended FY10 budget; approved a slate of board and committee meetings for FY11; approved intergovernmental agreements with Spoon River Valley school district for Speech and Media Services; approved a resolution for the repair of school grounds using Health/Life Safety dollars; approved staff and student handbooks for FY11; approved activity end-of-the-year reports; adopted a fee schedule for FY11; adopted a prevailing wage resolution; approved Markel Insurance as the carrier for optional student insurance for FY11; and approved sharing band instruction with Abingdon high school students on a prorated tuition basis.

In personnel matters, the Board: hired Amanda Murdock, Chad Robertson, and Nikki Sloan as teachers in the district for FY11; named Linda Gardner as cafeteria supervisor for FY11; hired Susan Rose as a cook for FY11; took hold of resignations from Sarah Brahmstedt and Steve Schafer; and accepted Jessica Travis’ resignation as assistant high school softball coach. The Board also approved salary increases for employees not covered under the district’s negotiated union contract, and recognized Tami Hainds as a newly tenured teacher in the district.

The Board approved the following commodities bids for FY11: Knapp Distributing for milk products; IBC for bread products; and Herr Petroleum for fuel. The Board also accepted Becky Friedrich’s bid for the embroidery machines declared surplus at the May Board meeting.
The Board meets again in regular session July 14, 2010 at 7:30 pm.
