The Avon CUSD 176 Board of Education held its regular April board meeting to consider the monthly slate of business for the district.
The board heard from high school FFA sponsor Alison McGrew. The FFA will be undertaking a community project to replace flags placed along Route 41 during special occasions. The board was updated on recent meetings and discussions regarding reorganization between the Abingdon, Avon, and Bushnell-Prairie City school districts. The board also selected three members who will join the Committee of Ten that will be working on the Abingdon/Avon/Bushnell-Prairie City reorganization information. The three selected are: Diane Thompson, Jeanne Serven, and David L. Serven.
In board action, the board: approved a monthly consent agenda including monthly bills and previous meeting minutes; waived the second reading of a board policy update package and referred the package to the Policy Committee; renewed its intergovernmental agreement with the Fulton County Health Department for nursing services for the FY11 school year; renewed its intergovernmental agreement with the Illinois High School Association for the FY11 school year; gave the superintendent authorization to place ads for summer help; approved awards, honors and scholarships to be awarded this spring; and set a date for a special board meeting on Wednesday, April 28, 2010, at 7:30 pm to fill a recent board vacancy.
In personnel action, the board: took hold of Marty Hoffman’s letter of resignation, and hired Kathryn Cunningham as a music teacher in the district for the FY11 school year.
