Regular Board of Education Meeting
August 11, 2010


The Avon Community Unit School District #176 Board of Education met August 11, 2010 to conduct its regular slate of business. 

The board discussed the district’s ISAT/PSAE scores and AYP status based on those test scores. The board also reviewed ITBS scores. 

The board also discussed the reorganization progress, specifically the timelines for elections. 

The Board approved the monthly consent agenda, which includes meeting minutes from July, current bills to be paid, and the treasurer’s report, as well as the destruction of legally allowable closed session audio recording tapes.

In Board action, the Board: approved posting the preliminary FY11 budget for public review; tabled estimates on termite estimates until the September board meeting; approved improvements to be done on the northwest softball infield area by the Avon summer league program in consultation with the superintendent, with the stipulation that the area be called Memorial Field; and acknowledged that the superintendent is making adequate progress toward his goals. 

In personnel matters, the Board hired for the FY11 school year: Jean Kramer and Brittany Knapp as program aides for Pre-Kindergarten; Amelia Rakestraw as a part-time teacher in the district; and Melissa Mathes as a 45-day school psychologist. The board also approved a slate of coaches for fall athletics.

The Board meets again September 15, 2010 at 6:30 pm for the FY11 budget hearing, to be immediately followed by the regular September board meeting.
