The Avon CUSD 176 Board of Education held its regular July board meeting to consider a slender monthly slate of business for the district.
Dan Oakley, superintendent, presented information regarding future trends that are shaping education, from global flattening and outsourcing to technological innovations. The board discussed future actions to meet these trends and outcropping needs. 
In board action, the board: deferred action on playground mulch bids and gave the Transportation/Building Committee the authority to make a final decision on action on the project; reviewed closed session minutes for January to June of 2009 for release; and approved the destruction of closed session tapes prior to January 2008.
