Regular board meeting

March 10, 2010
The Avon CUSD 176 Board of Education held its regular March board meeting to consider the monthly slate of business for the district.
The board heard from middle school teachers Sarah Bainter and Jessica Travis regarding preparations for this spring’s academic fair. The teachers spoke about cross-curricular teaching and what students will be expected to produce for the fair.

The board continued its discussions regarding the recent feasibility study and potential reorganization for the district. Preparations were made for the community meeting to be held the following Thursday night.
In board action, the board: approved a monthly consent agenda including monthly bills and previous meeting minutes; approved a board policy update package consisting of updates from laws passed in the legislature last fall; renewed its intergovernmental agreement with Carl Sandburg College for usage the EduNet wide area network; waived the first reading of a new board policy update package; and adopted an amended school year calendar including the requested Act of God day from February.
In personnel action, the board: adopted a resolution reducing the teaching force for the 2010-2011 school year, including Nicole Sloan and Amelia Rakestraw; adopted a resolution reducing the teacher’s aides for the 2010-2011 school year, including Jean Kramer, Brittany Knapp, Kathy Effland, and April Fegan; took hold of Leo Szaltis’ resignation as a teacher in the district; and approved Steve Patrick as an unpaid volunteer assistant coach for softball.
