Regular board meeting

May 12, 2010
The Avon CUSD 176 Board of Education held its regular April board meeting to consider the monthly slate of business for the district.
The board heard from elementary teacher Sarah Brahmstedt, who had traveled to Nevada for a dedication of a school in honor of a former Avon High School graduate and her husband. Mrs. Brahmstedt noted that the school has pictures of Avon High School and other area scenery hanging on the walls of the school.
The board also heard from technology director Adam Powell. Mr. Powell presented budget scenarios for technology for the FY11 school year.
In board action, the board: approved a monthly consent agenda including monthly bills and previous meeting minutes; approved a slate of surplus items to be disposed of; approved a statement of completion for a Health/Life Safety project; approved a continuing intergovernmental agreement with the IESA; authorized the superintendent to place annual bid specifications for bread, milk, and fuel; authorized the superintendent to submit withdrawal letters to affiliated organizations contingent on a successful reorganization campaign; adopted a board policy update package; posted the amended FY10 budget for 30 days of public review; and approved candidates for high school graduation. The board tabled action on: the board calendar/committee assignments for FY11; and a statement of completion for the 10-year Health/Life Safety survey.
In personnel action, the board: hired Joseph Fegan, Hannah Fowlkes, Amanda Rose, and Thomas Schuler as summer workers; hired Nikki Sloan and Peggy Williams as summer painters; and took hold of Tara DeWitt and Kathy Effland’s letters of resignation.

The board then reconvened the meeting to Thursday, May 13, at 6:15 pm. In the reconvened session, the board took hold of Cynthia Kreider’s letter of resignation.

The next regular board meeting is set for Wednesday, June 16, 2010, immediately following a budget hearing for the FY10 amended budget at 6:30 pm and a hearing regarding a one-time transfer of funds from the Transportation fund to the Education fund.
