Annual budget hearing, regular board meeting

October 14, 2009
The Avon CUSD 176 Board of Education held its annual budget hearing and regular October board meeting to consider a slender monthly slate of business for the district.
The board heard from Mrs. Sarah Shamblin, elementary Title I instructor. Mrs. Shamblin spoke the Title I program and the process to help children overcome reading deficits. 

During the superintendent’s report, the board was informed of the grave concerns at the state level regarding the budget for the next year. At a recent meeting with Senator John Sullivan and Representatives Rich Myers, Don Moffitt, and Jil Tracy, it was made very clear that the state is continuing to face increasingly larger financial difficulties with no sign of a solution. In light of these issues and the fact that the district is being stripped of General State Aid Hold Harmless money ($185,000 during the FY10 fiscal year), Mr. Oakley asserted, and the board agreed, that it will be necessary to look carefully at the district finances to ensure that the district’s ability to serve students properly is protected if the state budget woes continue.

In board action, the board: approved the consent agenda; approved the annual audit; approved a Memorandum of Understanding with the Avon Education Association; approved a list of quasi-school organizations for insurance liability purposes; accepted a bid from Housewright Construction of LaHarpe to rebuild a retaining wall at the high school building; and named Mr. Oakley, superintendent, as the district’s Freedom of Information officer.
The board also took hold of Megan Brandau’s resignation as 7th grade volleyball coach.
The next regular board meeting is set for Wednesday, November 11, 2009 at 6:30 pm.
