AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
Interscholastic Athletics
BETWEEN:

Avon Community Unit School District No. 176, Avon, Illinois

AND

Bushnell-Prairie City Unit School District No. 170, Bushnell, Illinois


This agreement is for the purpose of establishing an interscholastic athletic cooperative for all athletic events agreed by the Districts. The following is a non-inclusive list of administrative details and procedures.  Any changes, additions, or deletions to be made regarding any aspect of the cooperative will be made jointly by the respective school boards.  All final decisions will be made by the administrative agent. This agreement will become effective July 1, 2007. 
I. Administrative Agency

II. Team Name

The proper name of all teams BPCA in all documents, listings, and initials. BPCA stands for 


Bushnell-Prairie City-Avon.
III. Team Mascot
The team mascot for all HS sports regardless of site of play or administrative agency will be 
Spartan.

The team mascot for all MS sports regardless of site of play or administrative agency will be 


Trojan.
IV. Team Colors


Team colors at the HS level will be red, white, and blue.


Team colors at the MS level will be green, white. 

III. Uniforms and Equipment


A.  Uniforms will be purchased by the administrative agent



1.  Uniforms will be placed on a four year rotation


2. To accommodate transition, replacement uniforms to accommodate differing team 



colors may be purchased by the administrative agent at the time of full 




cooperative inception or within four years. All uniforms will be in the BPCA 



cooperative colors and note the BPCA mascot or initials by Fall, 2011. 

B. Equipment will be purchased by the administrative agent. If viable equipment already exists 


within either district, the administrative agent may borrow and use such.


C.  Replacement costs will be included in the annual program budget. 
IV. Financial


A.  Expenses will include the total cost of the program budget excluding transportation.

B.  Expenses will be shared and based upon a percentage of each school’s participation.
C.  The athletic director of the administrative agent school district shall determine a reasonable 


budget to be approved by the administering agents’ superintendent.


D. Each district shall assume the cost of providing practice transportation


E. Officials will be paid by the administering agent and be included in the program budget


F. Gate receipts, less cost of event management, will be maintained by the administering agent


G. Each administrative agent is responsible for hiring coaches for its respective sports and 


coaches are paid from the administrative agent’s negotiated salary schedule.

V. Insurance

A.  Liability insurance for all students utilizing transportation shall be the transporting school’s 

responsibility.


B.  Premium liability shall be held by the district in which the activity is taking place.
C. Medical insurance will be required by all participants. Insurance statements must be on file 
showing that each participate is either covered by insurance available to the student through each school district or insurance through the home.  Parents will be required to sign insurance waivers if they do not choose school insurance.  The athletic director of the administering agent will keep these statements on file.  No athlete may practice or participate until this is documented. 
VI. Games and Practice

A. Games and practices will take at the site of the administrative agent.

B. All home games will be played at the site of the administrative agent.
VII. Athletic Code/Handbook

The common BPCA Athletic Handbook/Policies will be followed. 

VIII. Eligibility of Participants

A. In order to be considered eligible to play, student-athletes are required to have the following 


on file in their respective school offices:



1.  A current physical\



2.  A copy of medical insurance coverage and/or a signed insurance waiver form



3.  A signed athletic handbook card

4. No athlete may participate or practice until these items are turned in and the Head Coach notified.


B.  Academic eligibility is outlined in the common athletic handbook and will be followed.  



The no-pass—no-play policy is in effect.

C.  Academic eligibility checks will be made in each school and reported to the administrative 


agent who will notify coaches.

IX. Coaches


A. The administrative agent is responsible for hiring coaches.

B.  Coaches are paid from the salary scheduling of the administrative/hiring agent.


C.  Supervision. Both administrative agents agree to support a coaching ration of 



approximately 1:15 in each of the respective sports.  However, the final decision as 


to the number of coaches per sport to be hired rests with the administrative agent. 

D.  Hiring Philosophy. Both administrative agents will make every effort to have a coaching 


staff member from each district for each sport while seeking to fill positions with the 


best candidates possible.
XI. HS Football


A. Games Played



1.  Site of Play.  There will be one game and only one home game at the Avon Field 



every year.  All other home games will be played at the BPC field with 



Homecoming alternating between BPC and Avon.


B. HS Homecoming



1. There will be one combined, cooperative Homecoming Game with the site of the 



game to be alternated:




Odd numbered years:  Bushnell site




Even numbered years: Avon site



2. Homecoming Parade




a. The Parade will begin at 4p.m. annually




b. The Parade will be in the same town as the Homecoming Game



3. Homecoming Dance




a. The Homecoming Dance will be held in the gym of the HS not hosting the 




Homecoming Football Game.





*Odd numbered years: Avon HS





*Even numbered years: Bushnell HS




b. The Student Councils of both HS will be responsible for the sponsorship 




of the cooperative dance.




c. There will be two Homecoming courts—one from BPC and one from 




Avon

XII.  Transition Plan


Each new sport to the cooperative will hold open vacancies for all coaching positions related 
to that sport.  The administrative agent will then screen candidates, interview, and hire with 
the cooperative’s hiring philosophy in mind. 
XIII. Conditions of the Cooperative


Each respective school board has the option to consider renewal or dissolution of the Cooperative Athletic Agreement. A decision to dissolve the agreement by either party must be made and delivered to the other school district in the agreement  on June 30, two fiscal years prior to the dissolution.  For example, separation is set to begin fall, 2020. Dissolution notice needs to be served by June 30, 2018.
